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This is the tenth issue of the MFIN MicroMeter. It provides an overview of the Indian Microfinance Industry (represented by NBFC-MFIs who on aggregated 
basis have over 90% of total microfinance industry business in the country) as of 30th June 2014 and a comparative analysis with the corresponding quarter of 
previous fiscal year (Q1 fy 13-14) and previous quarter (Q4 fy 13-14).
